
ADMISSION CRITERIA FOR MS ROBOTICS 

 
In general, successful applicants to the MSROB program will have a background in Engineering or 
Computer Science, with a strong background in programming, statistics, and linear algebra.  Students 
will select a concentration department, called “Home Department” — see list of concentrations in the 
previous sections.  The home department, in consultation with the other two departments, will make 
admissions decisions for all students in that concentration.  In order for student to be accepted into 
MSROB program, at least two departments, including the home department, must provide positive 
recommendations for the student. 

Minimum requirements for an application to be reviewed for admission are:  

• An undergraduate degree in MIE, ECE, CS, or a closely related area with a minimum GPA of 
3.000 

• Statement of purpose including description of relevant work experience.  

• GRE: 150V/155Q/4.0A 

• TOEFL: 100 (for international applicants with a BS from a non-native English speaking country) 

• Two (2) letters of recommendation from professional and/or academic reference.  
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
